We are pleased to report that all samples taken from our taps and fixtures had lead and
copper levels below the Massachusetts Action Levels for lead and copper in drinking water

The Massachusetts Action Level for lead in drinking water is 0.015 milligrams per liter (also
known as parts per million). The Massachusetts Action Level for copper in drinking water is 1.3
milligrams peirliter (also known as parts per million).
